Toledo Deaf Club
Bylaws

As amended at the meeting on  June 3rd, 2007
Revised February 5th, 2009
Article I – Name

Section 1
Name.  The name of the organization shall be the Toledo Deaf Club, located within the corporate limits of the city of Toledo, Lucas County, Ohio.  The Toledo Deaf Club shall be incorporated under the laws of the State of Ohio, and shall be a not-for-profit organization.

Article II - Objective

Section 1
Objective.  For the social, athletics, activities, and intellectual advancement of the deaf and hard of hearing persons.

Section 2
To acquire the necessary equipment and provide means and facilities for proper exercise to promote deaf culture, interest in all sporting and athletic events for the recreation and entertainment of its members and guests.

Section 3
To transact business and social activities that are necessary to the operations of a social club.

Article III – Membership

Section 1
Membership.  There shall be Six (6) classifications of memberships:
1.1 Active: Deaf or Hard of Hearing member shall voice, vote, or hold offices of this club

1.2 Associate:  Hearing member of active membership spouse (husband or wife), or of deaf parent(s) and hearing person known by Active members.  Associate members shall voice vote but cant hold any office of this club.

1.3 Student:  Deaf or hard of hearing person with identification            card or documentation from the school.

1.4 Honorary:  Deaf or Hard of Hearing person waived from           payment of fees or dues at the discretion of the members.
1.5 Senior Citizen:  Deaf or Hard of Hearing Age 65 and up.
1.6 One-Day Member:  Age 18 and older pays a fee each visit,  

      Non-active member.  
Section 2
Dues.  The Board of Directors of the Toledo Deaf Club shall determine the required membership fees.

Article IV-Board of Directors

Section 1
Board of Directors.  The board of Directors shall be comprised of the following:  President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Senior Trustee, four (4) At-Large members and six (6) Chairs of Standing Committees.
Section 2
Elected Officers.  The President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Trustee(s), and four (4) At-Large Members shall be elected at the Annual November Assembly Meeting/Election. No spouse or significant other shall hold an elected office during the same term. 
Section 3
Terms of Office.  The President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Trustees, and four (4) At-Large Members shall be eligible to serve for an unlimited one year term.

Section 4
Duties of Board of Directors

4.1 President.  The President shall be the chief spokesperson for

the Toledo Deaf Club.  The President shall have the powers and bide the bylaws and policies.  The President shall preside over the assembly meetings and all business meetings of the Board of Directors.  The president shall appoint such committees with the exception of the Nominating Committee.

4.2 Vice President.  The Vice President shall serve at anytime the president is unable to serve or when the office of President becomes vacant.

4.3 Secretary.  The Secretary shall be responsible for the minutes of the assembly meetings and all business meetings of the board of Directors.  The secretary shall keep file copies of all official communications, letters, legal claims, or communications in the club premises.

4.4 Treasurer.  The Treasurer shall have charge of vested funds of the Toledo Deaf Club and shall serve as a member of the law/finance committee.  The treasurer shall collect any incomes, assessments, and other documents belonging to the Toledo Deaf Club, and make sure such expenditures according to the guidelines/budget.  The treasurer shall deposit all monies belonging to the Toledo Deaf Club in an approved bank; Shall keep record book in which shall be entered a true and accurate account of all revenues and disbursement and balancing accounts; shall post monthly financial reports on security bulletin board; provide a copy of financial reports to the secretary to be entered into the meeting minutes.  The Treasurer may sign checks with only name in the account as long as the treasurer is bonded.  If the Treasurer is not bonded two signatures, from the board of Directors, will be required on the checks.  The Treasurer may choose an assistant, subject to the approval from the Board of Directors.
4.5  Trustees.  The Trustees shall consist of three (3) elected members.  One member shall be elected at each annual Novemenber meeting/election and shall serve for three (3) years term. Third Year Trustee is known as the Senior Trustee and shall act as Chairperson.  The Trustees shall hold a meeting once a month before each regular meeting at which time they shall put their signatures thereupon.  All books and accounts whatsoever of the club shall at all times be open to inspection by the board of trustees.

4.6  At-Large Board Members.  The At-Large Board Members shall consist of four (4) elected members.  The At-Large Board Members shall be elected at each annual November Assembly/Election and shall serve for a one year term.  The four (4) At-Large Board Members represent the Toledo Deaf Club Members.
Section 5
Assumption of Office. Elected Board Members shall assume their respective duties at the following January Assembly Meeting.
Section 6 
Executive Session. The Board of Directors shall convene in executive session where circumstances warrant, i.e., when discussing matters of sensitive, personnel, or litigious nature.
Section 7
Resignations. Resignations must be submitted in writing to the President or the Secretary.

Section 8 
Removal from Office. Elected and appointed Board members may be removed after a due process hearing for failure to carry out their duties or for other good and sufficient reason(s).                                                                       This may be achieved in one of two ways. 
8.1 By 2/3 vote of present active members of the Assembly. 
8.2 By 2/3 vote of the Board of Directors present at an Executive       session with final approval by the Assembly.
Article V – Meetings

Section 1
Assembly Meetings.  Assembly meetings, for active members only, shall be held a minimal of four (4) times a year, unless the Board of Directors orders otherwise in advance.

1.1 Quorum.  Quorum shall consist of twenty-five percent (25%) of the Active members present and in good standing.  All Business transacted shall be legal and binding during the Assembly meetings.

1.2  The Assembly meeting held in November shall be for the
      purpose of electing officers and conducting any other
      business that may arise.

1.3 Special/Emergency Meetings. A Special/Emergency Meeting may be held upon the call of the President or on the written request of ten percent (10%) of Active Members of the Toledo Deaf Club.  The purpose of the meeting shall be set forth in the notice.

1.4  Notice.  No notice shall be required for a regular Assembly meeting except the November meeting in which election of officers will be held, which shall require notice of at least ten (10) days.  Notice of special meeting shall be given at least (10) days in advance.

Article VI – Committees

Section 1
Standing Committees.  The Standing Committees of the Toledo Deaf Club shall be the Law, Finance, Membership, Program, House, and Building Committee.  The President shall appoint the Chair of each Standing Committee approved by the members will serve on the Board of Directors
.
Section 2
Ad Hoc and Special Committees.   The Board of Directors may also form Ad Hoc or Special Committees as needed, with Chair of each to be appointed by the President.
Article VII – Parliamentary Authority
Section 1
Robert Rules of Order.  Unless otherwise provided for in these bylaws, Robert Rule of Order, current edition, shall be the Parliamentary Authority of the Toledo Deaf Club.

Article VIII – Amendments

Section 1
Amendment.  These Bylaws may be amended by a two-third (2/3) vote of the active members present at the Assembly Meeting.  The proposed amendment or addition shall be made in writing and disseminated to all Active members at least thirty (30) days prior to the next assembly meeting.

Section 2
Suspensions.  These bylaws may be suspended for a specific purpose by a four-fifth (4/5) vote of the active members present and voting during the Assembly meeting.

Article X – Dissolution 

Section 1
Dissolution of Assets.  In the event that the Toledo Deaf Club is dissolved, after payment of all debts and liabilities, a two-third (2/3) vote of the active members present and voting during the assembly or special meetings.  Notification of dissolution shall be at least sixty (60) days prior to the next assembly or special meeting.  Remaining assets and property of the Toledo Deaf Club shall be given to non-profit deaf and/or hard of hearing organization(s) dedicated to the well being of the Deaf and Hard of Hearing Communities.
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
